Ministry Portfolio

Philosophy

Each Sectional Christian Education Rep is a direct extension of the District Christian Education Director.  The significance of this role must not be underestimated.  This vital position will directly affect the effectiveness of the Christian Education leaders, build relationships and foster unity, and facilitate ministry to the churches in each section.  

Focus

The priority emphasis in the role of the Sectional CE Rep is to assist pastors, ministers and laity in strengthening the discipleship arm of the church through winning the lost and discipline converts and believers of all ages.  We must address the needs of each individual age group and encourage their efforts to build the Kingdom through Christian Education.   

A Christian Education Representative Is…

A Resource to their section, its churches, pastors and presbyter. 

A Communication Link that is vital between the churches in their section and the district Christian Education Department.

RESPONSIBILITIES / IDEAS

Networking:
The CE Rep should be acquainted with the leaders of Christian Education in each church in their section.  These leaders should be encouraged by the Sectional CE Rep to network with one another, sharing ideas and building one another up.

Facilitating:

Sectional Events 

The Sectional CE Rep will assist or direct one or more Christian Education Trainings per calendar year, featuring such areas as practical training for both administration and teaching techniques.  There will be suggestions and a date given to them by the District CE Director.  
The CE Rep will promote BGMC giving in their section and encourage 100% participation. A BGMC/Children’s Ministries coordinator should be appointed in each section. This is to be filled by a Children’s Pastor or someone with a heart for BGMC in your section and must have the presbyter’s approval.

· The CE Rep will endorse and participate in the District Kids Camp

· The CE Rep will endorse and attend CE District events.

· The CE Rep will report regularly to the District CE Director.

· The CE Rep will assist the District Christian Director as needed.

Communicating

Keeping the section connected together and to the district as a whole is very important.  There is great encouragement in knowing that there is a “big picture” and that each part is significant.

Keeping the section informed of upcoming opportunities in the section and district should be addressed.  Newsletters could also be considered. Phone calls are often effective. Attending monthly ministers meetings and making announcements of upcoming events or CE needs is very important.

Keeping the section informed of maintaining the financial support of local churches toward the District C.E. Ministries –(Sunday School Tithes).
Keeping the District CE Director informed of special activities, ministries and personal needs (i.e. health concerns, pregnancies, weddings, death in family, finances, etc.) should be addressed.  Notification of new leaders in the churches is especially needed.

Keeping the Sectional Presbyter informed of activities, ministries, and needs of the sectional leaders is a significant need.

Leading

· Setting an example in personal discipleship is a priority.

· Setting an example of involvement in district ministries whenever possible.

· Setting the pace by passionately establishing strong sectional ministry in Christian Education by the following.   
· Maintain a knowledge and familiarity with resource materials available from the National Sunday School and other quality sources.  Be ready to inform pastors and C.E. administrators of their availability and purpose. 

· Be available to the local Sunday School/C.E. Ministries to serve as a consultant or trainer in evaluation, planning, and teaching skills. 
· Request one of the sectional meetings annually to encourage, inspire and resource pastors in the area of Christian Education.
