I followed him to the platform only
to hear Tommy say, “Today I had to be
in Springfield to an Executive Presby-
ter’s meeting, on the way home I put
something together for a message tonight
only to hear the Lord say, “that’s not it.”

You can use illustrations or power
point. When I was pastoring, I would
on occasion have the worship team use
a song to back up each point of the mes-
sage. Use tools to help you prepare for
effective preaching. Read, be informed
on what is going on in our world. Have
good commentaries, computer and
Bible programs; use internet preaching
sights.

THE POWER OF PREACHING!
Powerful preaching that God uses
to change people’s lives comes from the
anointing of the Holy Spirit. Let’s hear
the words of Paul once again. “And I,
brethren, when I came to you, did not
come with excellence of speech or of
wisdom declaring to you the testimony
of God. For I determined not to know
anything among you except Jesus Christ

and Him crucified. I was with you in
weakness, in fear, and in much trem-
bling. And my speech and my preach-
ing were not with persuasive words of
human wisdom, but in demonstration of
the Spirit and of power, that your faith
should not be in the wisdom of men but
in the power of God.” 1 Cor. 2:1-5

Powerful preaching marked the
ministry of John the Baptist, Jesus, and
the Apostles. I believe that Assemblies
of God ministers should be known as
powerful preachers of the Word of
God.

Powerful expository preaching
will change our world, one heart at a
time. We who have been called by God
to the Word must take that call very se-
riously and never fail to “Preach The
Word!”
