Dear Commander:
When you arrive at the Pow Wow site, there are some items that you need to be prepared to do.

1. ITEMS TO BE COMPLETED AT REGISTRATION:

Register everyone - $25.00 ea.($30.00 non-chartered) Senior Pastor is free.

Sign up for Outpost stunt or song and invite guests for meals.

Enter Outpost flag, costume, entryway and other contests & BB Gun & Paintball Tourneys &Shotgun Shooting
Turn in names of older boys for Royal Patrol.

Get a lace, and event card for each boy.

Check to see if you have enough Pow Wow patches.

Count to see if you have enough wrist bands for each person. Everyone will need to wear the wrist band during the
Pow Wow. Help your boys put it on.

H. Sign up men for security and to run an activity on Saturday.

I.  Sign-up your Outpost for restroom cleaning, trash pick-up, etc.
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2. SPRAY EACH OF YOUR BOYS WITH INSECT REPELLENT AT BEGINNING & DURING THE POW WOW!!

3. IFYOU INTEND TO DIG A FIRE HOLE, SAVE THE SOD so you can replace it at the end of the Pow Wow. Instruct
your boys to NOT cut any green (live) trees or bushes. Firewood must be only dead wood. Tell your boys to not waste or
play around the drinking water. It is okay to use propane and/or gas stoves. Be sure to have items available to put out a
fire in case of an emergency. All TRASH must be placed in plastic bags and placed in the “Dumpster”. PLEASE BURN
ALL BURNABLE MATERIALS AND DECOMPOSE FOOD SCRAPS AT YOUR CAMPSITE. PLEASE DO NOT put
food scraps & burnable paper in the “Dumpster”.

4. PLEASE FOLLOW THE POW WOW SCHEDULE. We will do our best to keep on schedule. No one is to remain in
their campsite during assemblies. Boys are not required to wear RR uniform to the night Council Services. Bring a
ground cover for your boys to sit on during the night services. It is very advisable that they wear long pants to the night
services.

5.  COMMANDERS - YOU MUST KNOW WHERE YOUR BOYS ARE AT ALL TIMES. Caution your boys about
POISON IVY and not to cross boundary fences. Boys caught off RR property will have points deducted. No running or
playing outside your camp area except on the open ball fields. Be aware of tent stakes and ropes. After “lights out” time,
all camps are to be quiet so as not to disturb others. After the devotion time with the commander, boys are to remain in
their campsite. A leader should be with them if a boy needs to leave campsite. We can not okay any Royal Rangers to be
off of the R.R. Property while the Pow wow is in session.

6. WOMEN AND OTHER GUESTS MAY VISIT during the day but must check in at the registration area and pay
necessary fees. VISITING HOURS: Fri—1:00 - 4:00 pm and Sat — 9:00 am to NOON and 1:00 — 4:00 pm. During meal
times, women are not to be in the campsite area. Any woman attending the Council Fire Services must leave the RR
Campgrounds after the service is over.

7. ALL SPECIAL SALE items will be handled through the concession stand. No independent vending is to be done at the
Pow Wow.

8. There will be a special fireworks display on Friday night after the Council Service up by the activity
building.

9. We will be offering several merits for the boys to work on at the Pow Wow. Watch for a list of these
to be posted on the web closer to Pow Wow time.
